Health Day review

Letter from mayor Councillor Ramsey giving thanks received.

Negatives. Needed much greater publicity so that more public attending. Also specific details on advertising. Not well enough attended.

Difficulty with planning with venue holder.

Some professionals did not come. Some came but not with all equipment promised.

Content- pharmacies were well represented. Must consider how to include them again. Probably one table for them all.

Positives. Most people thought it positive and helpful.

All were able to meet many professionals.

Did not stop event for speech from mayor, this was considered a positive to flow.

Generally in favour. Good that we did it to learn from. Can have good informed planning next time.

Allowed doctors to get to know what the public  think.

Venue was useful as it was central.

Can we get other doctors involved? Can it now become non practice specific?

Should we consider much bigger health day?

Several practices involved to make it more valid and share costs.

Furze school or the library could be good venues. Bigger, attractive but not quite so central. Library costs may not be great because of resident association involvement.

Could use surgery building if all doctors would be involved. Possibly use car park with marquee. Would be central, known to all patients and would allow for practice specific agenda if required.

This year. Look at suggested sites and dates. Same Sat in Oct every year.

Proposal that it could be a Community Health Day. Involve CCG for possible funding.

Action points:

Select venue.

Set date. First Saturday in October to be date every year with option of second Saturday if necessary.

Electronic prescription service.

Instead of paper form, prescription is sent electronically.

EPRS2 should involve all surgeries and pharmacies.

Patients must log in. Chemist details are given and patient will then use that one. Any change of medication will be direct so should avoid any errors.

Need whole system to be set up with pharmacies before it runs smoothly.

Information not all with doctors yet.

Action point: Ron Curtis to speak to one of the Medicine management team 18th March.
